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                              Ontology Editor

Course Description:

The three main themes built around the Protégé ontology editor will be:

· Ontologies

· Inference and Reasoning with Ontologies
· Semantic Web and Ontology Agents. 

The aim of the course is to make students familiar with the tool with which to acquire and practice skills necessary in the Semantic Web environment. The course also teaches the fundamentals of these skills. The presentation language will be either English or Spanish or both depending on the language skills of the participants. There will be 10 main topics dealt with during the course. Each topic will take about 3 hours (2 hours presentation and 1 hour practice). The students will be assessed by the practice work and by 2 homework assignments.
1. Ontology Fundamentals
2. Semantic Web and Semantic Web Languages – RDF and OWL
3. Frame-based ontologies in Protégé
4. OWL-based ontologies in Protégé 
5. Reasoning with Ontologies

(Using Racer inference engine and Jess with Protégé)

6. Ontology agents in Semantic Web

(Using Jade with Protégé )
7. Ontology enrichment/development through linguistic resources 
(Using, OntoLing, and DICT bilingual dictionaries with Protégé)
8. Tool integration with Protégé – Protégé plugins construction and integration
9. Case stories: thesaurus building and manipulation
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
